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Tribals in Ahmedabad demand implementation

gathered in Ahmedabad
from six districts of Gujarat.
The tribals had also handed
over a memorandum to the
Ahmedabad collector,
seeking land ownership
under Forest Rights Act

The protest march was
headed by the Eklavya
Sangathan, who threw light
on the demands of the
protesters, who had come
from the eastern belt
districts of Banaskantha,
Sabarkantha, Aravall i,
Mahisagar, Dahod and
Panchmahals.  According to

Eklavya Sangathan, only 40
per cent or 73,921 tribals
have been given Jamin
Adhikar Patras (land rights
certificate). Whereas, the
rightful claims under Forest

Rights Act of as many as
1,08,948 others have been
rejected for various reasons.

A total of 73921 (40.4%)
farmers have been given such
Adhikar Patras, according to

the Gujarat government
data."They cannot reject a
claim, when an application is
already verified by the Gram
Sabha and submitted at
block office," Bansi Solanki,

the convener of the
Eklavya organisation said.

The protesters also
demanded their rights
under Mahatma Gandhi
National Rural Employment
Gurantee Act (MNREGA)
and Food Security Act
(FSA). "The tribals are
being denied their rights
under MNREGA and FSA
also in tribal regions for
years. We have been
demanding our rights for
several years but to no
avail. We are giving Gujarat
Chief Minister Vijay Rupani
a last chance and hope he
takes action. Otherwise,
we will show our strength
in the forthcoming general
elections," Paulomee
Mistry, general secretary of
Eklayva Sangathan
asserted.

Strategies, stronger cooperation
need of hour to tackle cyber crime

AHMEDABAD: Experts
associated with internal
security across the world
called for a cooperation
across police agencies and
the need for a new approach
to fight cyber crime. Yilmaz
Colak, president of the
International Association of
Police Academies (INTERPA)
and head of the Turkish
National Police Academy, said
that it was important to have
national, regional and
international police
cooperation if one were to
fight cyber crime .

"New technology creates
new criminal opportunities
although criminals do not
need a computer to commit
a crime. One should realise
that identity theft and such
crimes associated with cyber

crime existed even before the
advent of computers. Today,
they are using available
technology to commit the
same crime," said Colak. He
was speaking at the 8th
INTERPA Conference held at
the Gujarat Forensic Sciences
University (GFSU).

Gujarat Chief Minister
Vijay Rupani who addressed
the gathering of
representatives from 36
countries said the conference
would provide a new
dimension to understand
cyber crime. "New
approaches are needed
because cyber threats have
manifested in difficult ways
and it is important to sit
together and come up with a
unified response to
strengthen cybersecurity

systems," said Rupani.
"Cyber crime is a challenge
to citizen's privacy and poses
a threat to national security
to all countries," the CM
said."Technology has
changed the modus operandi
of criminals. The ways of
committing crime has
changed and we need to
develop new techniques to
deal with them."

Rupani offered expertise
and infrastructure in the field
of cybersecurity for academic
research and training
purposes. The event saw
GFSU signing an MoU with
the Academy of Ministry of
Interior, Uzbekistan, Law
Enforcement University,
Mongolia and Karagandy
Academy of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs, Kazakhstan.

Police, which is using artificial
intelligence to trap traffic
offenders, is jumping
constitutional signals in merry
ignorance.

The tech-savvy police
force uses an IT law rendered
obsolete by the highest
court of the land. On
March 24, 2015, the
Supreme Court had
passed a judgment
striking down Section
66A of Information
Technology (IT) Act,
holding it
unconstitutional as the
law hit the root of liberty
and freedom of
expression. But Gujarat Police
has continuously been
slapping the law on people.
Police had registered 20
cases when the law existed
between February 5, 2009
and March 23, 2015 which
has almost doubled to 37
after it was held null and void.

It has been gathered
through an RTI application
dated December 17, 2018,
that Gujarat Police booked 33
persons in 20 cases under
Section 66A of the IT Act,
which deals with punishment
for sending offensive
messages through
communication services,
between February 2009 and
March 23, 2015, at eight

police stations in Rajkot,
Bharuch, Nadiad, Vadodara,
Tapi and Morbi districts.

Senior advocate S V
Raju said cops cannot file
cases under section 66A. “If
this section is invoked by
police in an FIR, the charges
pertaining to it wil l be

quashed by the court. A
person can initiate contempt
of court proceedings also
against responsible officer
not following the apex court’s
order.” Gujarat DGP
Shivanand Jha did not
comment on the issue
directing the query to DGP,
CID (crime) Ashish Bhatia.
Bhatia said that cops would
begin to withdraw complaints
filed under Section 66A in
phase wise manner. “We
would file C summary in all
such cases. Wherever cases
have reached the courts and
chargesheeted, the same will
be withdrawn after taking
permission from concerned
courts,” said Bhatia.
